1.
When a runner desires to tag up on a fly ball:

	a.
	The runner may leave her base when the fielder first touches a caught fly ball

	b.
	The runner cannot legally leave her base before the fly ball is caught by the fielder

	c.
	The runner need not tag up if the ball is dropped

	d.
	The defense may appeal that the runner left too soon during playing action

	e.
	The defense may appeal that the runner left too soon when the playing action is over





2.
It is a fair ball when:

	a.
	A batted ball over foul ground is touched by a fielder standing in fair territory

	b.
	A line drive strikes the pitcher’s plate and deflects untouched into foul territory between home and 1st base

	c.
	A pitch strikes the batters hands as she swings and rolls into fair territory where a fielder plays the ball

	d.
	A long fly passes out of the playing field and over the fence in fair territory but hooks and lands about 10 feet on the foul side of the foul pole

	e.
	A bounding ball passes over the third base bag and lands in foul territory





3.

5.
B1 hits a properly declared infield fly near the 3rd base foul line. What’s your call(s)?

	b.

F8 races in to try to catch a sinking line drive off the bat of B1. F8 bends over and gets the ball in her glove about one foot from the ground. After taking two steps, she subsequently drops the ball. What’s your call? 

8.
A runner who misses 1st base is called out when the fielder with the ball inadvertently steps on 1st base. What’s your call? 

9.
With 2 outs, R1 is on 3rd & R2 is on 1st when B5 hits to short center. R1 goies home. R2 delays her advance to 2nd base but touches 2nd base. R2 is then put out on an overslide, the out being made after R1 touches home base. What’s your call?  

10.
B1 receives ball four and a teammate or a coach of Team A immediately requests time. What’s your call?
